Motion to approve the agenda as presented.
Motion carried: 3 - 0.

3. APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS MINUTES:
Motion to approve the minutes from the May 25, 2015, meeting as presented.
Motion carried: 3 - 0.

4. PUBLIC HEARING:

Chairman Berg recessed the regular meeting at 7:03, to conduct a public hearing on item a,
below.
Commission Member Lawson arrived.

a. Deer Park Meadows — Long Plat 2015-1.

Chairman Berg addressed those in attendance regarding the area in general and previous
actions by the Planning Commission and City Council on adoption of the Comprehensive
Plan and Urban Growth Area expansion in the fall on 1998, and subsequent amendments
thereto. In addition, the annexation of the area in question during 2007 by the City
Council was noted, and the purpose of the hearing was to hear comments and concerns
for guidance to the Commission in the project going forward and for development of
adoptions of conditions for the plat that might be warranted and for compliance with the
City Subdivision and Zoning Code.

Staff discussed the contents within the Staff report, relative to time frames the application
and Commission action is under, the process for the hearing for this meeting, and
discussed potential issues for consideration in adoption of the preliminary plat and
conditions which could be attached.

Chairman Berg advised the folks that might speak, that information would be received by
the Commission Members, but a question / answer time would not occur during the
hearing, so speak up for all to hear and to start with name and place of address. In
addition, Chairman Berg asked for comments to be short and specific, and if already been
made by someone else, perhaps the time would be best left for new comments to be
given.
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William Sinclair 510 E. Third Street, Spokane Washington, representing the engineer
Storhaug Engineers and the applicant Bob Dyck, discussed the plat layout and proposed
lot sizes and density for the development. Further, he discussed the conceptual park
layout and housing stock proposed for the area and noted plans would be for completion
of phase 1 infrastructure in 2016. Mr. Sinclair further stated the development team was
in concurrence with the Staff Report and potential conditions.

Denise Cassis 321 Lenhard Drive — expressed concerns that the new HUD Rules being
implemented by the Federal Government should be considered in how they might fit
within our zoning codes and if ours could be challenged for this area.

Jay Shock 34111 N. Short Road — expressed concerns with some answers on the SEPA
Checklist, and that it was important not to make a bedroom community of Spokane, that
small town atmosphere is going away. Further impacts will be felt on SR 395, and more
urban planning should occur and in addition left a written set of comments and questions.

Jane Smith 1218 E. Christensen Court — presented a community concerned citizen
petition and had a series of written questions / comments on the request that she provided
and left a copy with the Commission.

Denise Hombel 205 E. Ninth — expressed concerns about traffic into the area and her
problems with a sewer connection into the City wastewater main and how she might be
impacted.

Dwight Cameron 1207 N. Margaret — stated a neighborhood consensus was not in favor
of the development and does not want to see growth in the area and to keep the area the
same.

Martha Frickey 811 N. Main — stated she wanted something other than more junky homes
in the area.

Harold Hepner 42905 N. Grove Road — questioned whether the school district can handle
the additional homes and children, and whether impact fees would be collected from the
developer for school impacts.

Kevin Zuffal 1203 N. Margaret — questioned the notice process as he did not receive an
individual notification and the City should focus on assuring the vacant 80 to 90 homes
are filled within the City, and addition made a request for a wildlife study due to deer and
birds that are occasionally in the field where the development is to occur.

Joel Ostrem 911 N. Margaret — questioned the class sizes within the school system and
how small size classes are good, and further that school expansions would be needed
which will cause tax increases because of the growth.

Susan Ostrem 911 N. Margaret — stated she favored fewer larger houses which would
bring residents with higher incomes to the area, and she was concerned with loss of views
in the area and how a future economic crash would be dealt with.

Joe Nado 314 E. Eleventh — questioned whether the trip generation proposal was correct
with only 2% of future cars traveling on Margaret from the development. Further he
requested traffic signage in the form of stop signs at Lenhard and Margaret streets and
whether the park should be located more central to the development and not the Southerly
end.
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Donna Baily 328 E. Lenhard — questioned why the developer thinks lots will sell and
noted busing for kids into the area will be an issue.

Karen Simpson 15 E. Ninth — concerned with her parcel and whether she might lose
property through eminent domain processes. In addition she expressed comments of
concern regarding parks, sewer systems, drainage ways, law enforcement specifically
within parks and health impact studies.

Burt Lancaster 829 N. Oasis — noted DPMC 17.28.010, and that the Commission has the
right to deny an application of subdivision for environment issues.

Leilani Bly 304 E. Second Street — stated an impact on school districts with growth is an
issue with class sizes and space for children and questioned why the city limits sign is not
correct along N. Short Road.

Kathy DeRosier 1007 N Arnim — provided written comments to the Commission on
varied items and noted concerns with storm water drainage and flood easements in the
area and wanted to make sure storm water provisions would be in place.

Jay Lindh 316 Lenhard Drive — disagreed with the traffic analysis prepared by the
developer relative to the number of vehicles and direction leaving the area.

Rhonda Bond 1223 N. Margaret — expressed concerns about the park proposed and
security for children in the park area, further that she would lose her unrestricted view to
the West from her deck.

Amy Lindh 316 Lenhard Drive & 115 E. Ninth Street for Bill Trueblood — noted
concerns with access into the site from Lenhard Addition and N. Main extension and that
perhaps primary access from N. North Road would be best.

Frank Scalise 33904 N. Short Road — speed limits on North Road took a long period of
time to lower from 45 mph to 35 mph after the annexation, and the roadway is heavily
used with fast speeds on both North and Short Road as well as N. Colville (Dalton) Road.

Sandy Heupel 34006 N. Short Road — stated she owns her own well and septic system
and understands she will have to connect to the City system at a cost above $15,000 for
water and more for wastewater.

Chairman Berg asked staff to address connection costs and policy for existing dwellings.

Joe Lee 1129 N. Margaret — questioned if additional impacts to the North of this site
would occur for within the current UGA.

Jim Simpson 15 E. Ninth Street — expressed concerns with the future park, restrooms and
parking near his parcel and perhaps the area could be left as green space only with a
fence on the property line to existing homes.

Sandy Wayenberg 323 E. Eleventh Street — asked the question if anyone at the hearing
and commenting was in support of the request.

Bob Dyck the applicant — spoke to the Commission and noted he had purchased the
parcel in the 1970’s for future development, and that Lenhard Addition did not exist at
the time and perhaps he should have purchased those lands as well. Further, the division
of land has been in the works for a long period of time.

Chairman Berg called for additional comments, hearing none the Public Hearing was
closed at 8:37 PM, and the regular meeting was reconvened.
